Big Local Trust is sponsored by the Big Lottery Fund and covers an area of North West Ipswich, which includes the three wards of Whitton, Whitehouse and Castle Hill.  For the first time, a Community Chest is being made available to local groups and organisations, to support grant awards up to the value of £300.  Funding can be used in any way to support the work of the organisation, but the focus of any proposals must bring about a direct benefit to the Big Local Trust area. All applications will be considered by the Peoples Panel, the decision making body for the Big Local Trust, which is responsible for governance and allocation of funding.  The closing date for applications is 5.00pm, Friday, 16th March 2012. There are currently no plans to hold a second round of funding awards, but this may be something that is decided upon by the Peoples Panel in the future.

Applications will be accepted in hard copy, by post or electronic format, by e-mail.  Consideration will be given to all applications and the Panel’s decision is final.  The Panel will announce successful applicants by the end of April 2012. 
If your group/organisation would like to apply for a grant of up to £300, please complete this form.

Funding Criteria
· Any community group or voluntary sector organisation can apply. Applications will not be accepted from individuals.

· Applicants will be required to provide a copy of their Constitution or Terms of Reference, together with a copy of their last audited accounts.
· Funding can be used for either capital expenditure (e.g. equipment, furniture, materials, etc) or revenue costs (e.g. staff wages, venue hire costs, and utilities costs).


· Successful applicants will be required to provide feedback on the impact of the grant award.  However, this will be minimal and we will provide details of this after the applications have been processed.
